1)
Locate the constellation with a sky chart. Ask for help if necessary.

2)
Comparing with the chart below, spot each star labelled on the sky.

3)
Rank the constellation stars by decreasing order of brightness (the most luminous, first …). If you estimate that two (or more) stars have the same brightness, you can write down an equality (B=D) on the same line. Don’t forget to write down the time when you begin the classification.

4) 
Write also the time when the classification is over.

5)
Recopy the ranking. Write your name and first name overleaf.
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
