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In the beginning it was an old post relay for the France king court. The main building, built in 1730,
was overhauled when Camille Flammarion transformed it into its own observatory. Works began in
the year 1883 by raising a monumental gateway at the glory of science bearing the motto of the master:
"Ad veritatem per scientiam" translated as "to the truth by the Science".

At the present the observatory global appearance is still that in the year 1894.
